Dear Parents, 
 
As your school nurse I want to welcome you and your  children to this new School year.  
Because there are always some questions about the w ork the School nurse does, you will find more 
information above. 
 
  First Aid for Illness and Injury :  We make every effort to safeguard your child’s he alth at 
school.  In the event of a serious accident or emer gency, you will be contacted immediately.  
When a parent or guardian cannot be reached, the st udent will be transported by ambulance 
to an appropriate medical facility and accompanied by the nurse, administrator or designated 
faculty member.  To ensure optimum care, it is impo rtant to update us continually with new 
phone numbers, changes in your child’s health, new medications, or anything else that 
impacts his or her well-being at school.   
Remember to fill out the Medical Report you receive d with the school application (forms are 
always available at the nurse office). 
Should your child need to attend any hospital or doctor because of an accident occurred at  
School, please let me know as soon as possible. The school health insurance will receive an 
accident report written by us. 
 

Medication:  I am happy to assist students who need medication s at school, and request that all 
medications be brought to school by a parent, guard ian or designated adult --not a child for reasons of 
safety.  Medications, both prescription and over-th e-counter, will require written consent and dosage 
instructions by a parent or guardian. Please see the attached sheet for more information about 
Medication. 
            
 Medical Examination: Our School physician (Dr.Nagler) will take care of the annual medical 
examination. There fore is important for us to have a copy of the immunization record. 
If a problem exists, you will be notified and refer red for further medical evaluation if needed.  

 
Vision and Hearing Screening:   

Additionally, a student who shows vision difficulti es may be screened to rule out a problem.  Please 
don’t hesitate to contact me if you would like  your child screened at any time during the school year.   
If a problem exists, you will be notified and refer red for further medical evaluation if needed. 
            
 Control of communicable diseases and illness:  Your child’s good health is important  
to me!  Hygiene and health are taught and emphasize d throughout the year. I will periodically send 
home information about what’s “going around,” and w ill share tips to keep your family well. Please cal l 
or see me  whenever you are not certain about sending your chi ld to school.  Attached is specific illness 
policy information to guide you. For example, it is vital that students with fever higher than 38C° 
stay home and rest for at least 24 hours. 
 
You are encouraged to share any concerns or problem s regarding your child's health.   Should you need 
additional information, please do not hesitate to c ontact at 069-92887433.

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 ATTENDANCE POLICY FOR ILLNESS 
 
Please do not send your child to school if any of the following symptoms or signs are 
present in the previous twenty four hours:  
♦♦♦♦High temperature (38°C) 
♦Acute cold, sore throat, or persistent cough 
♦Vomiting, nausea, or severe abdominal/tummy pain  
♦Repeated diarrhea 
♦Pus-like discharge from the nose or eyes, or ♦Red or inflamed eyes/lids,  
♦Suspected and untreated Impetigo, Scabies, or Head lice 
 
Please contact the school nurse when you are not su re if your child is well enough to attend 
school.  Also, it is wise to contact her when your child is on the “borderline” of being ill.  (Be 
sure to let the school know where you may be contac ted in case your child’s condition 
worsens).   
SPECIAL NOTE :  If your child complains often of headaches or st omachaches or frequently 
does not feel well, please notify your physician or  health care provider.  
 

MEDICATION POLICY 
 
We are happy to assist students who need medication  at school.  
 
Medications must be: 
• In the original, properly  labeled container (no baggies or envelopes, please !).   
• Up to date (check expiration date before bringing it to school), and 
• Age appropriate in dosage.  
 
Injectible Medications: 
• May only be given at school for life-threatening/u rgent conditions (for example for severe 
allergic reaction or insulin for diabetes managemen t).  
• Must have parent and physician authorization on fi le.  (Medication card and physician form 
are available in the school clinic). 
• May only be administered by a nurse 
      
Asthma Inhalers:  “Rescue” inhalers for asthma (such as Albuterol) ma y be carried by older, 
responsible students who have both parent and physician consent in writing (form 
available in the school clinic). 
 
“Supplements/Alternative Substances”:  Special agents such a herbs, amino acids, and 
homeopathic remedies along may only be given when there is: 
� Written physician approval and a description of co ntents and possible adverse effects;  
� Written parent permission, and  
� Specified instructions for use (a special form for  this is available in the school clinic).  
Supplements must be in the original container, up t o date, and age appropriate.  
  
Aspirin Products:  The nurse may not administer aspirin or any aspirin-containing product 
without written physician consent for students who are 18 and under.  Aspirin usage by 
children and adolescents has been associated with t he often fatal, REYE’s SYNDROME. 
 
Special Reminder:  For reasons of safety, parents, guardians or other designated adults, 
will need to bring medications to school.  A parent, guardian or other responsible adult 
will also need to pick these up at the end of the school year.
